SSHRC-Funded Project: Students’ Language 
Repertoires for Investigating Mathematics 
 
Dr. Joseph Dicks and Dr. Paula Kristmanson are the co-investigators, along 
with lead investigator Dr. David Wagner of the Mathematics Department in 
the Faculty of Education, on a SSHRC-funded project to examine the role 
of language in the learning and doing of mathematics. This large-scale, 
ongitudinal study follows seven cohorts of mathematics students, recording 
them working in groups on mathematics problems and subsequently 
interviewing the groups. The research is being conducted in French 
immersion programs, and with English first language and additional 
language students in English-medium classes. Two additional components 
of this research are the involvement of graduate students in the research 
collection and analysis phases and the implication of classroom teachers in 
the research. Research on the specificities of languages in relation to 
important mathematical ways of thinking is rare but promising for informing 
mathematics teaching practices. The L2RIC team has shared the results 
stemming from various phases of this project via several conference 
presentatons and publications.

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Towards a Common European Framework of

This project aims to improve language teacher education by examining 
and defining language teaching competences. The initial step will be to 
identify and catalogue existing key instruments and publications that 
describe different dimensions of language teacher competences including 
linguistic and metalinguistic competences, classroom methodology, and 
plurilingual and intercultural competences. This will apply to student 
teachers, practicing teachers, and teacher educators in different contexts: 
 
• “generic” foreign language teaching (e.g., French as a second/foreign language); 
• subject teaching in other languages (e.g., mathematics in French immersion); 
• education in the language of schooling (e.g., English as an additional language);  
• and further specific contexts, such as adult education. 
 
In addition, it is anticipated that the project will produce: 
 
• a user guide for existing competence frameworks and instruments developed by the  

Council of Europe and other organisations; 
• practical examples of how the existing tools are used in various contexts;

À l’automne 2016, Prof. Josée Le Bouthillier, Prof. Renée Bourgoin et Prof. 
Joseph Dicks se sont intéressés aux occasions de production et 
d’interaction orales des élèves en immersion du niveau élémentaire lors de 
leur participation aux centres de littératie. Les centres de littératie sont un 
dispositif d’enseignement-apprentissage où les élèves travaillent seuls ou 
interagissent entre eux, en utilisant le matériel pédagogique pour explorer 
et élargir leur littératie. Étant donné l’importance cruciale des habiletés de 
communication orale pour le développement des habiletés de lecture et

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Formative Assessment Practices in EAL at the 
Secondary Level 
 
Beginning in the spring of 2015 and building on research and projects 
relating to the language portfolio and the CEFR, members of the L2RIC 
team, led by Dr. Paula Kristmanson, entered into a pedagogical field-
based study with the EAL department at a local high school. Having just 
received a technology and innovation grant and with their EAL student 
population growing, the teachers were keen to engage in a project that 
incorporated the new iPads and the principles of formative assessment, a 
tenet on which the language portfolio is based. Preliminary work for the 
project involved creating google doc self-assessment surveys based on 
spoken interaction and production Can-Do statements, and creating 
rubrics for the two speaking-focused units. These 6-week units were 
collaboratively created and involved a series of activities building towards 
two goals: speaking on a familiar topic and discussing music preferences. 
The iPads were used both as a tool to increase engagement and to 
develop self-awareness for self- and peer-assessment activities. Audio and 
video recordings and carefully co-constructed assessment criteria allowed 
students from a variety of language and educational backgrounds to 
more effectively engage in the assessment as learning tasks. Several 
professional and academic presentations were delivered as part of this 
project and involved all members of our teacher-researcher team. 
 
Four members of this initial research team are now part of the curriculum 
development advisory committee for the pilot NB high school EAL 
curriculum. This document includes outcomes-based assessment rubrics 
and Can-Do descriptors for A1.1, A1.2, A2, and B1 levels as well as detailed 
front matter outlining emphases such as literacy development and 
intercultural competence.

In 2016, L2RIC team members Dr. 
Joseph Dicks and Dr. Karla Culligan 
began researching the nature of New 
Brunswick public schools’ shifting 
linguistic landscape, particularly in our 
local Fredericton context. New 
Brunswick, Canada’s only officially 
bilingual province, has recently 
experienced a significant and rapid 
influx of newcomers. This study 
explored how the shifting linguistic 
landscape of New Brunswick schools 
will affect and be affected by existing 
official languages policies, questioning 
how these policies might be re-
envisioned to reflect emerging 
linguistic realities.

Official Bilingualism and New Brunswick Education: A Discourse 
Analysis of Media Releases   
 
Recently, the New Brunswick government reinstated French immersion at 
Grade 1, after controversially deciding to change it to Grade 3 in 2008. This 
has resulted in many related media reports, the discourses of which are 
complex and, at times, contradictory. In this 2017 research project, Dr. 
Dicks and Dr. Culligan analyzed these media releases and considered 
implications for policy and practice.

This video is part of the professional learning series produced by L2RIC in 
partnership with the New Brunswick Department of Education and Early 
Childhood Development (EECD) and the Anglophone West School District

This project began as a Master of Education special course with two 
graduate students, Kathy Whynot and Sylvie Arsenault (both working at 
EECD). Along with members of the L2RIC team, they developed and edited 
scripts and conceptualized the visual representation for the animation. In 
2017, L2RIC worked with UNB Media Services to create the first video in the 
series, Understanding Second Language Proficiency. Work has begun on 
subsequent videos, the next of which is Using Corrective Feedback for 
Language Development, currently in the video production phase. Other 
topics such as competencies for teaching in multilingual classrooms, 
vocabulary development and content-based language teaching are in 
script writing, editing, or translation phases.

An Exploration of High School French Immersion 
Students’ Communication During Collaborative 
Mathematics Problem-Solving Tasks 
 
Winner of the SSHRC Joseph-Armand Bombardier SGS Doctoral Scholarship 
($105,000 / 3 years) 
 
This study, under the supervision of Dr. Joseph Dicks, aimed to describe, 
interpret, and understand how secondary French immersion mathematics 
students communicate, that is, how they use and attend to language and 
mathematics as they work collaboratively on problem-solving tasks in their 
second language. Participants included 22 Grade 9 French immersion 
mathematics students in two different classes, along with their classroom 
teacher. Students worked through a hands-on, multimodal problem-solving 
task. Data were collected via classroom-based audio recordings, which 
were triangulated with researcher fieldnotes, students’ written texts, and 
post-hoc stimulated recall interviews. Data were analyzed using coding 
frameworks for language-related episodes (LREs), mathematics-related 
episodes (MREs), and instances of first language use. The discourse analysis 
was extended using Gee’s (2011, 2014) theory and method, and tools of 
inquiry. Findings suggest that student talk (rather than teacher talk) 
dominated the activity, that students mainly talked about the mathematics 
at hand, and that they used most of the anticipated problem-solving 
strategies to work through the task, although to varying degrees of 
thoroughness and success. Students engaged in various kinds of LREs and 
MREs, especially related to lexis and lexicogrammar. The LREs involved non-
mathematical items, non-academic-mathematical items, and academic-
mathematical items. The MREs mainly involved students’ describing 
mathematical situations and expanding in order to provide explanations. 
Instances of first language use emerged with the LREs (especially lexical) 
and the MREs (especially expanding with repeat/restate). The first 
language was also used to move the task along and for interpersonal 
interactions). Theoretical and practical implications for educators and 
policymakers are given based on the salient findings of the study.

Portfolio-Based Language Assessment:  
Perspectives of Newcomer Adult English Second  
Language Learners  
 
 
This research project focused on providing an opportunity for ESL adult 
newcomers to give their perspectives on the effectiveness of various 
aspects of Portfolio-Based Language Assessment. The five aspects 
examined were goal setting, learning reflections, self-assessments, peer-
assessments, and formative feedback from the instructor. The research was 
carried over during a 16-week semester with the researcher also serving the 
teaching role. Using an action-research approach, the research sought to 
answer two main questions: 
 
1. What is the perceived effectiveness of assessment for learning practices 

using the PBLA framework from the learners’ perspective?  
2. How can the effectiveness of formative assessment strategies be 

improved in Language Instruction for Newcomer to Canada (LINC) 
classes?  

 
The results of the research showed that the participants perceived goal 
setting, peer assessments and learning reflections to have a positive effect 
on their language learning, while they showed overall ambivalence 
towards self-assessment and feedback from the instructor.

Understanding Teachers’ Expectations Through a Cultural 
Capital Lens in a First Nations Context 
 
This qualitative study will examine how teachers perceive cultural capital, 
which is the attitudes, values and skills that First Nations parents transfer to 
their children, and how these perceptions influence their expectations of 
First Nations students. The findings will provide a framework for a better 
understanding of how to create a respectful learning environment that 
affirms First Nations children’s identity and improves their school success, 
retention and graduation rates. The study will also provide practical 
information to support First Nations parents and communities as they 
advocate for their children within and outside of the community, in band 
schools as well as in provincial schools. Dr. Paula Kristmanson is co-
supervising Ms. Devarennes’ doctoral work with Dr. Sherry Rose of the 
Faculty of Education at the University of New Brunswick.

Literacy Instruction in Nunavut 
 
There is widespread agreement that literacy (reading and writing) 
instruction for Nunavut students is falling short. According to the National 
Committee on Inuit Education (2011), “the reality of Inuit education in 
Canada is that too many of our [Inuit] children are not attending school, 
too few are graduating, and even some of our graduates are not 
equipped with an education that fully meets the Canadian standard” (p. 
3). Justice Berger (2006) found that while students could converse in 
English, “their English skills [were not] sufficiently advanced to facilitate 
instruction in English” (p. v) and that the school system was not producing 
graduates competent in either language (Inuktut or English). Last March, 
the Nunavut Department of Education announced a literacy initiative to 
address these issues. According to the press release the intention is to 
provide a consistent way to teach and assess literacy skills. The release 
called this approach “balanced literacy” and described it as “a balance 
of direct and indirect instruction” including “strategies that use levelled 
reading and writing and word study.” This approach was to be phased in 
over 3 years, beginning in January 2015, with full implementation in all 
grades in the 2016-2017 school year. Under the co-supervision of Dr. Paula 
Kristmanson and Dr. Joseph Dicks, the focus of this research study will be to 
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report the stories of the balanced literacy initiative for educators in 
Nunavut. What lessons can we learn from their stories about literacy 
instruction in a bilingual environment or about the implementation of 
educational initiatives in Nunavut? What are some commonalities in 
experiences across regions’ roles? How are their experiences both shared 
and unique?

Critical Literacy in English for Academic Purposes: An Action-
Research Project 
 
Under the supervision of Dr. Paula Kristmanson, Mr. Van den Broeck will 
explore the possibilities of adopting a critical approach to literacy in English 
for Academic Purposes (EAP) classrooms, through action research. Now in 
his third year of doctoral studies, having completed his comprehensive 
exams, Mr. Van den Broeck has proposed the following research questions:  
 
1. How, and to what extent, can a critical inquiry/pedagogical approach 

to EAP affect second language learners (i.e., at an institution like the 
University of New Brunswick)? 

2. How, and to what extent, can a critical inquiry/pedagogical approach 
to EAP affect second language teachers (i.e., at an institution like the 
University of New Brunswick)?  

 
With these questions in mind, Mr. Van den Broeck will explore the roles of 
EAP teachers, EAP learners, and the institutions in which they are placed. 
Much is not fully understood about EAP programmes, teachers and 
learners. These programmes exist in an educational “gray area,” and many 
are unsure of where they fit within the overarching scope of the academic 
institution. Through an exploration of these concepts, the complex 
relationships between second language learners, their instructors, and the 
postsecondary institutions in which they exist might be better appreciated, 
and more fully understood. 
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Lisa Michaud, Étudiante à la maitrise 
 
Sous la supervision de Prof. Josée Le Bouthillier, Lisa Michaud poursuit une 
étude de maitrise où elle examinera le rendement d’élèves de la 12e 
année, participant à un programme d’immersion précoce au moment de 
l’évaluation orale, menée par le ministère de l’Éducation et du 
Développement de la petite enfance. En effet, elle explorera les 
compétences communicatives (Celce-Murcia et coll., 1995) mises en 
œuvre par ces élèves et leur maitrise de la langue française au moment 
de l’entrevue orale (OPI). En utilisant une perspective qualitative, elle 
opérera sous un devis de recherche d’analyse de discours. Elle récupérera 
auprès du ministère de l’Éducation des échantillons d’entrevues orales 
ciblant les niveaux intermédiaire plus et avancé. La transcription et 
l’analyse comparative de ces entrevues lui permettront de noter les 
thèmes de ses observations afin de mieux cerner les forces et les lacunes 
langagières en fonction des critères de l’échelle de compétence orale 
utilisée par le ministère. En tenant compte des difficultés qu’ont certains 
élèves à atteindre le niveau de compétence orale anticipé, c’est-à-dire le 
niveau avancé, elle espère qu’une description détaillée de ces critères 
permettra de mieux outiller les élèves en vue d’une augmentation de leur 
classement au niveau avancé. 

 
Janic VanSnick, Étudiante à la maitrise 
 
Sous la supervision de Prof. Paula Kristmanson et Prof. Josée LeBouthiller, 
Janic VanSnick poursuit une étude de maitrise où elle examinera les effets 
d’un enseignement explicite des éléments requis pour accroître les 
habiletés du lecteur dans le cadre d’une classe de PIF au niveau 
intermédiaire et ce, en 8e année. Du côté explicite, parmi autres, elle 
misera surtout sur l’enseignement des mots fréquents et de la phonologie.   
 
En fait, elle a développé une intervention qui est basée sur une gamme 
d’enseignements exemplaires.

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New Graduate Courses / Nouveaux cours 
de maîtrise 
 
Four new graduate courses have recently been developed by L2RIC to 
meet the growing needs of teachers in the field who pursuing Master of 
Education degrees at UNB. These courses will be of particular interest to 
those working in various second and additional language contexts: French 
immersion, core French/Intensive French, English as a second language, 
and English as additional language. Courses are conducted in English, but 
assignments and discussion may be conducted in French. It is hoped that 
the first two courses of these four courses, ED 6103 and ED 6110, will be the 
two foundational courses of a new graduate certificate entitled, 
Certificate in Bilingual and Multilingual Education, currently under approval 
by Maritime Provinces Higher Education Commission (MPHEC). 

 
ED 6103 Foundations of Bilingual and 
Multilingual Education 
 
Developed by Dr. Joseph Dicks and Dr. Karla Culligan, the first of these 
courses, ED 6103 Foundations of Bilingual and Multilingual Education, 
examines core issues related to bilingual and multilingual/plurilingual 
education including: theories of language development, cultural 
awareness and sensitivity, Global English, language death and genocide, 
language revitalization, language rights, language as a resource, identity, 
and empowerment. It also explores strong and weak forms of bilingual and 
multilingual programming and assessment, including second and foreign 
language immersion.

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ED 6110 Teaching and Learning in Multilingual 
Classrooms 
 
Developed by Dr. Paula Kristmanson and Chantal Lafargue, the 
subsequent course is entitled ED 6110 Teaching and Learning in Multilingual 
Classrooms. This course provides both theoretical and practical information 
related to the teaching of students learning English as an additional 
language (EAL). It examines core principles and established practices 
related to the education of students of diverse linguistic and cultural 
backgrounds in mainstream schools. Topics include linguistic and cultural 
support, differentiated instruction within an inclusive learning context, 
cultural awareness, and sensitivity. The course also promotes a balanced 
literacy approach that incorporates and values the learner’s first language 
in the acquisition of EAL.  

 
ED 6108 Inclusive Second Language Education 
 
Developed by Dr. Renée Bourgoin, this course examines the theoretical 
constructs of universal design for learning (UDL) and how it intersects with 
second language teaching and learning. In particular, the course explores 
foundational principles related to inclusive second language teaching, 
learning and assessment. Topics include: 
 
• foundations of inclusive second language education; 
• affective, socio-affective, and sociocultural factors that influence 

second language acquisition; 
• learner autonomy, learner empowerment, advocacy, and self-efficacy; 
• inclusive pedagogies that support learners in the following areas: 

comprehension and production, focus and attention, and vocabulary 
development; 

• universal language actions and differentiation; and 
• principles of assessment within inclusive education. 
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ED 6109 Oral Language as a Foundation for 
Learning in a Second Language 
 
Developed by Dr. Josée Le Bouthillier, this course examines the critical role 
of oral language in second language classrooms. This analysis is guided by 
theories and principles of school-based second language acquisition and 
communicative competence. Topics explored in class are: 
 
• oral communication within a balanced literacy approach; 
• models of communicative competencies (linguistic, formulaic, 

sociocultural, strategic, discursive competencies); 
• speaking competencies; 
• theories and principles including comprehensible input, output, oral 

interaction, BICS & CALP; 
• approaches and practices to teaching oral communication (i.e., 

situational, speech acts, skills & strategies, genre, corpus-informed 
approaches; action-oriented approach, target instruction); 

• type of classroom based oral communicative tasks; and 
• assessment of oral competencies. 
 
These themes are explored through various instructional approaches 
including whole class instruction, discussions, in-class readings, and 
cooperative learning tasks. Assessment will include in-class tasks, in-class 
assignments, and one reflection (includes a pre and a follow-up 
component).
