ADMISSIONS INFORMATION SHEET

Eligibility:

Canadian applicants who have graduated from high school (level 2) or have successfully completed
the Bridging Year Program at UNB are eligible to apply to the Wabanaki B.Ed. program. Students
who have partially or fully completed an undergraduate degree are also welcome to apply; student
transcripts are individually assessed for transfer credit. Only candidates with good academic
standing will be considered. Candidates on academic probation or candidates having been asked to
withdraw from university are not eligible. Due to the cohort organization of this program, admission
is competitive and the number of spaces in the program is limited. Priority will be given to applicants
of Indigenous ancestry and applicants with education-related experience.
